    aduna State University (KASU)
has  constituted six Task Force Teams
to coordinate preparations for the
2026 accreditation exercise of the
National Universities Commission
(NUC).

The constitution of the teams,
according to the Director of
Academic Planning Professor Awwal
Abdulsalam said is aimed at ensuring
adequate preparation and a successful
outcome for academic programmes
scheduled for accreditation during the
October/November 2026 exercise.

Professor Andow promised that
management will provide the
necessary support to facilitate the
work of the task forces as
preparations gather momentum
toward the 2026 NUC accreditation
exercise.
